The Parish Council will ensure that all personnel receive adequate training and
appropriate documentation in relation to statutory obligations under health and
safety and equalities/ diversity.

The Parish Council will consider training requests from members and officers that
would improve standards and performance in their role.

The Parish Council is a member of The National Association of Local Councils and The
Yorkshire Local Councils Association, who are recognised as a provider of quality
training for members and officers, and a source of supporting documentation.

The Parish Council will provide expenses to enable attendance at training courses.
The Parish Council will finance the membership of a professional body for the clerk,
such as the Society of Local Council Clerks, for training and support purposes.

All training provided will be reviewed by the Parish Council for effectiveness and
value for money. This training policy to be reviewed annually.

An adequate training allowance will be included by the Parish Council within the
annual budget.
